Fall 2014 
 

The transfer students of Fall 2014 include 195 students who entered the University in Summer 2014 or 

Fall 2014.   Demographically, fifty-three percent (104) of the new transfer students are female, and fifty-

seven percent (111) are from racial or ethnic minority groups.  Students with a Baptist religious affiliation 

make up twenty-seven percent (53) of the group.  

 

For students with known addresses, 180 (93.8%) have Texas as their state of permanent address. Ninety 

percent of the students are U.S. citizens. 

 

Among students who reported a SAT or ACT score, the transfer class had a mean score of 1069 for the 

SAT and 22 for the ACT examination (less than 30% of the transfers had a standardized test score).  

Approximately 13% of students declared a major in Nursing, while 10% declared Biology and 6% were
